ATTENTION HORSEMEN: The use of rubber bands on any
part of a horse's body during training or racing at an MJC
facility is prohibited. Rubber bands may be used for braiding
manes or tails.

It is against HISA rules to breeze a horse within 7-days of an
intra-articular injection. If you inject a horse on Saturday, you
cannot breeze the horse until the following Saturday.

MJC will no longer be accepting blood drawn slips for coggins.
The coggins MUST come back negative and turned into Horse
ID. Must be within 365 days of the date the blood was drawn.
