Intoxication or other signs of alcohol or substance impairment that result in
irresponsible behavior

Foul or abusive language or obscene gestures

Interference with the progress of the event (including throwing objects onto the track)
Entering any restricted areas

Failing to follow instructions of law enforcement, guest experience, and security
personnel

Verbal or physical harassment

Unreasonably obstructing the view of others

Offensive language or obscene gestures, including the use of such language or
gestures concerning a person’s race, ethnicity, color, sexual orientation, gender,
religion, creed, disability, age, incite or encourage a confrontation or physical assault
Signs/Banners of an inappropriate nature
